The enchanted north coast

Hiking along the northern coastline: an imagery of extraordinary places, places
reined by the sea...[5] Let's start our journey from the prehistoric town of Phyla-
kopi, one of the most significant centers of the protocycladic civilization (3200-
1100 B.C)), with a tour of the archeological site. Right in front of our eyes spreads
out a homonymous valley, one of the most beautiful and fertile valleys on the
entire island. The slopes across the hill heading southward are covered by beautiful
clusters of Phoenicean junipers and cedar trees (see pg. 35) of which we will come
across again along the way.

The coves of Papafragas and Kapros [6] come right after Phylakopi. Unique images
of beauty are revealed before us. The sea penetrates deep into the earth carving
impressive channels and caves while forming a few, small but lovely beaches.
Here's our cue for a first swim.

After Kapros we go off the main road, pass through the tourist resort of Pachena,
walk across its sandy beach with tamarisk trees and keep moving along sapphire
coves. We go up following the signs, cross the cape and reach the beautiful bay of
Agios Konstantinos (St. Constantine) [1,3,4] with the picturesgue “syrmata” (see p. 15).
Apart from a most recent church which is located further up, we shouldn't miss a
very old rock-hewn chapel next to the sea. Moving along, we climb up a small hill.
Far ahead we see the sparkling beach of Agios Konstantinos. As we go down, what
a pleasant surprise! Hidden under the rocks is the tightly closed inlet of Alogoman-
dra [2] with a lovely sandy beach.

After Agios Konstantinos, we follow the path near the coast leading us to Skisto,
a lovely strait, less than 100m in length, that divides the land in half. On its islet,
during the early evening hours, we can see a huge flock of seagulls. A long rocky
coastline comes next. Here the sea does not only seem to have reaped the land
leaving it bare but it also penetrates it forming numerous channels. At the end of
the pathway, the beautiful coast of Mytakas welcomes us with its few “syrmata”.
Further down we see one of the nicest sandy beaches found on the northern coast.

We head westward following the signs, either next to the sea or inward towards the
land, depending on the unevenness of the ground. The rock formations around us
gradually change. We enter an infinite pure white area where the rocks have been
wearing away from the sea and air. Sarakiniko greets us!
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
